the nearest bomb shelter. 

Because of the constant 
rocket attacks, lives and 
houses are destroyed; 
children, even teenagers 
suffer from bedwetting and 
have extremely difficult 
conditions at school. 
Many adults in these areas 
are on constant and even 
heavy anti-depressant 
medication. The civil-
ians have difficulty finding 
employment in these areas 
where many families are 
suffering severely from 
physical, financial, mental 
and emotional hardships.
